Hey all!

This really is important.  We have
finalized all the membership info for 2008
and here is all of it in one place.  I hope all
of you have enjoyed our programs so far.
Last months meeting was amazing!!
Thank you Bob Thompson, again for mak-
ing that meeting happen!!  Bob and Chris-
tine are also graciously offering their sum-
mer cottage for our August picnic.

 Now, for the important stuff.  The last time GRPP raised
it’s dues was 7 years ago.  Since then we have gone from 12
members to 60 and the demand on the funds we have have also
increased.  The speakers we are bringing to you have been awe-
some and we only want to continue that and bring in some
larger names as well.  To do this there are usually travel fees
involved as well as the speaker’s fee and possibly in the future,
a room fee as well.  Our group is growing and we only want the
absolute best for you in education!  I know there will be people
who gasp and can’t believe it, but, we as a board took a long
hard look at expenses and such and this really IS what has to
happen.

Lifestyle Portraits -

Making portrait and wedding photographs in homes and outdoors creates many
unique challenges and opportunities. This week long class will focus on creating dynamic images
with total control and confidence of light and composition. We will explore all the possibilities of

making portraits in hard sunlight conditions as well as in the “sweet light” times of day. We will use
various tools such as reflectors and flash systems to establish the perfect negative (or digital file).

Posing (especially family groups) will be a daily routine as well as exploring the use of space to sell
larger portraits. Each day will be split into lectures and demonstrations with models. During the week

we will also spend serious time on creating purchasing desire through consultations and how to
“close” on portrait sales that bring financial success to your business.

Tentatively we will explore building a professional image, consultations and
purchasing desire on Sunday with Monday morning focusing on facial analysis,

exposure control and lighting outdoors. Monday afternoon will be sessions
followed by more lecture on lighting on Tuesday morning (in home and flash
outdoors) with Tuesday afternoon being sessions and your time to practice
the lessons. Wednesday morning will feature bridal portraits on location.
Wed Afternoon will be totally dedicated to composition and followed by

posing exercises on family groups. Thursday morning children and we will
finish groups and wind up with Photoshop and marketing.

In the upcoming weeks and months you will be hearing from me about an upcoming project that
GRPP has been asked to help participate in.

“Picturing Hope” is a fund raising / gala event for the Mt. Hope Family Center located in the Corn
Hill district. The Mt. Hope Family Center is a not for profit organization that is dedicated to help-
ing children and families improve their lives “Through treatment, prevention, research and training
in the areas of human development, child maltreatment and mental disorders in children and fami-
lies”.

The gala event is planned for September 29th 2007 from 5PM – 9PM (many of us will probably be
photographing weddings but you can still participate). We are looking for a donation of 10 – 20
framed photographs of nature, scenic or fine art images that will be included in a silent auction
as way to raise money for the center.

I
will be looking for at least 5 volunteers to go in and work with a group of children on a photog-
raphy project that will run for a week or two during the summer. We will be teaching the kids
some basic photography skills and then allow them to go out and photograph using donated
disposable cameras.

From the sounds of it, this is going to be a very big event and it will be a win, win for both
organizations. I will have more information as we move along in the planning process. If you
are interested in getting involved you can call or email me. I look forward to talking with all of
you soon.

Well, I am happy to say that things are off to a great start for the Picturing Hope
project. I am still looking for donations of any fine art, scenic or nature photography.
There is no longer a size requirement, I just ask that the images be framed. I am also
looking for donations such as portrait sittings.
